NOMINATION CRITERIA

Nominees must meet the following requirements to

be eligible for participation in contest:

¨ Nominees must be residents of the

Municipality of the County of Antigonish.

¨ Recreation Committee Members, County

Councillors and employees of the Municipality of

the County of  Antigonish cannot be nominated.

¨ Anyone nominated to Adult Volunteer

Recognition Program must be 19 years of age or older.

All submissions will be placed in a draw drum

and one name will be drawn to recieve the

representative volunteer award.  Two entries  from

the group/organization will also be drawn for the cash

prizes.
